AFETY TIPS ... Dave Valentine

Riding in the rain is something that we as riders generally try to avoid, but unless you just joyride around the neighborhood,
probably sooner than later you will get caught in a shower. New riders in particular have the (healthy) fear of losing traction on the wet
surface and going down. Learning to feel comfortable riding in rain is no different than when you first had to learn to lean heavily into a
turn. With experience, you eventually develop confidence and learn both the bikes and your own limits. Nothing but logging miles in the
rain will help you feel more comfortable.

It helps however to know that you have safe hardware under and around you. Keeping good tire tread and proper tire pressureis a
must to safely negotiate wet roads. If you know ahead of time you'll hit rain, motorcycle safety organizations (M SO) recommend adding 3
to 5 psi of pressure to your tires, but not over the maximum pressure specified on the tire sidewalls. This tends to decrease the amount of
tire that touches the road and helps to avoid hydroplaning. It also tends to spread out the tread grooves which in turn, makes it easier to
slough water away. The wider the tire is, the more likely the chance of hydroplaning. In the event that you do find yourself hydroplaning,
DO NOT apply the brakes, DO NOT steer in any direction but straight ahead. Y ou might try feathering your clutch to disengage power and
let the bike Slow on its own.

Choosing comfortable, properly fitting rain wear allows you to pay attention to the road. Make sure to put it on early, before the
rain starts, so you don’t lose body temperature. Y ou may also want to consider a set that packs easily and doesn’t take up much room.

For helmet users, a full or detachable face shield obviously protects better. For visor/face shield fogging, use eye glass anti-fog
cleaner, or if you'rein areal bind, use toothpaste or spit (as SCUBA divers do) and wipe away the excess.

For bikes with windshields, treating them with a water repelling/sheeting action product can help you see better. Do not use Rain-
X w/o checking with the manufacturer. Rain-X is meant for glass, not plastic (Lexan polycarbonate). The motor company recommends
Harley Windshield Water Repellent Treatment.
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Rainy weather is usually accompanied by fog or haze lessening your visibility to other vehicles. As we've discussed before,
selecting good road/lane position to be seen better by cagers, choosing rain gear with reflective ability or bright colors, adding lights to
your bike, and using your horn at inter-sections can all help the other guy see you.

Remember that the road is most slippery in first 30 minutes of storm as road oils rise. Reducing your overall speed and lean angle
in turns is an absolute must. To not do so invites areally bad day. Ride in the tire track of the car in front of you. This acts like plow to
push water and road sludge aside. Doing this also makes it easier to swerve around the car if you have to stop and can buy you a few extra
feet to stop.

MSO's recommend following the “Rule of One Action”. Don’t accelerate while turning, or downshift while in a turn, or shift
weight while turning or accelerating. One action at atime puts less stress on tires and helps traction.

Rain makes hazards out of some normal roadway elements. Avoid riding on any painted road surface (like middle of the road
lines or lane arrows), steel manhole covers, and metal grate bridges, all of which can be very slippery. Toll booths are an oil hazard on dry
days but are even worse when wet. Be sure to engage rail road tracks at a 90 degree angle. That polished steel track can be very dangerous
when wet. Do not go through questionable puddlesif possible, they could be deep potholes that could cause you to lose control.

MSO's use the phrase “Fear can kill you”. It leads to riders freezing at their controls in an emergency and taking no corrective
action whatever. It leads to doubts that are self-fulfilling. Only actual experience riding in the rain will make you more comfortable riding
init. Try practicing in the rain on low traffic streets near your home. Learn to trust your tires; they are made to work in wet conditions.

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TAPS

"If any of you have ever been to a military funeral in which Taps was played, this brings out a new meaning of it. Here is
something every American should know ... and it'strue. We in the United States have all heard the haunting song, Taps. It's the song that
gives us the lump in our throats and usually tears in our eyes. But, do you know the story behind the song? If not, | think you will be
interested to find out about its humble beginnings.

Reportedly, it all began in 1862 during the Civil War, when Union Army Captain Robert Ellicombe was with his men near
Harrison's Landing in Virginia. The Confederate Army was on the other side of the narrow strip of land. During the night, Captain
Ellicombe heard the moans of a soldier who lay severely wounded on the field. Not knowing if it was a Union or Confederate soldier, the
Captain decided to risk his life and bring the stricken man back for medical attention. Crawling on his stomach through the gunfire, the
Captain reached the stricken soldier and began pulling him toward his encampment. When the Captain finally reached his own lines, he
discovered it was actually a Confederate soldier, but the soldier was dead.

The Captain lit a lantern and suddenly caught his breath and went numb with shock. In the dim light, he saw the face of the
soldier. It was his own son. The boy had been studying music in the South when the war broke out. Without telling his father, the boy
enlisted in the Confederate Army. The following morning, heartbroken, the father asked permission of his superiors to give his son a full
military burial, despite his enemy status. His request was only partialy granted. The Captain had asked if he could have a group of Army
band members play a funeral dirge for his son at the funeral. The request was turned down since the soldier was a Confederate. But, out
of respect for the father, they did say they could give him only one musician. The Captain chose a bugler. He asked the bugler to play a
series of musical notes he had found on a piece of paper in the pocket of the dead youth's uniform. This wish was granted.

The haunting melody we now know as Taps used at military funerals was born. | now have an even deeper respect for the song
than | did before.
