AFETY TIPS                      ... Dave Valentine 
        The State of Pennsylvania offers two free motorcycle safety programs, the Basic Rider and the Experienced Rider (ERC) courses. 

The Basic course is designed for the new rider looking to get into motorcycling. The Experienced Rider course, which is what this article is 
about, is meant for the rider that already has some miles under his/her saddle and is competent and comfortable with basic street skills. 
Registering and getting more information about the courses, like dates and locations etc., can be done at www.pamsp.com on the web. 

To take the ERC your bike will be required to be ‘paper legal’ , meaning that all aspects of the law must be met, like valid 
registration, proof of insurance, inspection, and tire tread depth. Also, extremely loud pipes will not be allowed. You will be required to 
wear long pants and a long sleeved shirt or jacket, over the ankle sturdy shoes or boots, eye protection, and full fingered gloves. A DOT 
approved helmet is required, but if you don’ t have one, they will provide one for you. 
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The course is given rain or shine, so be prepared for any kind of weather. You will be at your chosen location from approx 8:30 
AM until 3:30 PM, so it’s a long day. They will tell you to bring ‘snacks and drinks’  (make that a good lunch and plenty of fluids) because 
most of the locations don’ t have any kind of services or facilities. 

Some of the course training/exercises include a basic cone weave, offset cone weave, emergency stopping, obstacle avoidance, 
performing a figure ‘8’  (in a 24x70 ft box), maneuvering curves and braking in a curve. The instructors will outline the programs criteria 
and methods for executing each maneuver. At the end of the day there is an ‘evaluation’  or test you must pass to get the ERC certificate. 
The test consists of many of the exercises mentioned above. All students start with a score of zero and points are added for infractions. A 
total of 21 points received fails the test. Any rider with good basic skills should pass the test with no problem.   

One benefit of successfully completing the course is, depending on your insurance company, it may make you eligible for a 
discount. In my experience with two companies, the discount was 5% of the policy cost. Another is to gently remind us of where we may 
have areas to improve in our riding skills. Since most people tend to avoid, if possible, making maneuvers they’re not comfortable with on 
organized rides, the only way to really improve and make yourself a better/safer rider is to invest some time in an isolated parking lot 
where you can hone your skills without an audience.
